
WHAT IS SQUAD IKA NUI?????

Welcome to the first edition of the Newletter from Squad Ika Nui.

Following the introduction and delivery of the Three Regions/AquaKnights concept the Coaches of within Swimming Bay Of Plenty are pleased to announce Squad Ika Nui.  This is an exciting new programme available to all swimmers registered with Swimming Bay of Plenty.

The purpose of Squad Ika Nui is to improve the regions depth and results at National Championships for 2009 and beyond and improve our representation on SNZ programmes e.g. SNZ Age Group Development Programme.   

This concept is an initiative of our Bay Coaches.  They believe that this concept will enhance the Three Regions structure and SNZ’s Mining for Gold Plan.  They have a shared vision and believe that working together will provide opportunities for our swimmers and create clear pathways for our swimmers.

To keep with the same selection criteria used by Three Regions/Aquaknights and Swimming New Zealand the FINA Points system will be used.  The FINA Points required to become a member of Squad Ika Nui are 500 Points or above. These must have been be obtained at the 2008 National Championships only.  There are a limited number of wildcards available.  All Coaches must be in agreement with these wildcards.

WHAT ARE FINA POINTS?

The Fina Point Scoring system allows comparisons of results among different events.  The FINA Point Scoring assigns point values to swimming performance, more points for world class performances and fewer for slower performances.

Point values are assigned every four years after the Olympic games.  The charts have one set of points for Short Course and another for Long Course.

Tools for the FINA Point scoring are available on the FINA Website.

WHAT HAPPENS NOW?

Over the next four months a series of Training days will be held in Rotorua at the 50m Pool.  These training days will begin at 9.15am and conclude at 5.30pm.  The dates are 24th May, 28th June, 19th July and 6th September and will comprise of Pool, Land and Theroy Sessions.
